EARLY DISMISSAL DAYS

All families have received a copy of “2023/2024 Year-at-a-Glance” which indicates holidays, in-service,
administration days, and early dismissal days for the school year. These days are printed on the monthly
school calendar and newsletter available on the School’s website: www.stgerardschool.net
Please mark the dates at home to remind yourself when your child will be dismissed early to ensure
they have a ride at 2:25 p.m. Early dismissal days are scheduled to provide time for school personnel to attend
Staff Meetings. Teachers/Staff are not available to supervise students after 2:30 p.m. on these days.
Students are not permitted to wait unsupervised for their ride — and students not picked up by 2:30 will be
sent to the After School Program (a service Parents will be charged for).

DO NOT INSTRUCT YOUR CHILD TO PHONE TO REMIND, OR ARRANGE RIDES ON EARLY
DISMISSAL DAYS. TRANSPORTATION ARRANGEMENTS, ETC. SHOULD BE MADE IN ADVANCE.

We do our best to keep our families informed of all school events.

It is the parent’s responsibility to read all school correspondence in a timely manner to ensure they are
informed of important announcements/events.
